The
completed certificates, large and small,
will be sent to the NGB with the degree
badge which must be presented to the
member.

There are 6 orders of belts: white,
yellow, green, blue, red, black. The
width of the belt is 5cm. the thickness
Smm. The width of the stripe, on the
end of the belt, for 9th, 7th. 5th. 3rd.
and lIst. kup is also Smm. The distance
between the stripe and the end of the
belt is S5cm. Black Belt ranks are
distinguished by Roman numerals on
the belt,
